
  
As usual John proved to be an absolute fountain of infor-
mation on the proper way to sharpen tools for woodturn-
ing. There were WAY to many tips to include in these 
pages, but a few of his tips follow. 
You can use almost any type/size grinder, but you will 
want to limit speed to 1750 RPM so as not to burn tools. 
A 36 grit stone allows for quick shaping, but 60-100 grit 
is better for sharpening. Balance your wheels and keep 
them flattened. Pink, white, or Blue stones work best. 
 
John sharpened many types of tools, but we will only 
discuss bowl gouges. As the pictures on page 3 show, 
new tools are not properly ground. You must grind wings 
back as shown from the point, and keep nose angle at 
proper angle also 65 degrees, for instance. Using sharp-
ening jigs like the wolverine from Oneway will give 
good results.
